Rate (which is 14% + 0.5% SBC + 0.5% Krishi Kalyan Cess i.e. Total 15% at
present) shall be paid by Tenderer (Contractor) and M/s RSMML in ratio of
50% and 50% but if the Tenderer (Contractor) does not avails CENVAT Credit
then Service Tax will be paid by Tenderer (Contractor) and M/s RSMML in
ratio of 60% and 40%.

Filing an appeal

Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will
correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following
basis:

if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is
obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail
