1. Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially msgve, the Procuring Entity will correct
arithmetical errors during evaluation of Finan@ads on the following basis:

I. if there is a discrepancy between the unit price e total price that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unitige shall prevail and the total price
shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of theckmng Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall besmbed.

ii. if there is an error in a total corresponding te #udition or subtraction of subtotals, the
subtotals shall prevail and the total shall beexted; and

iii. if there is a discrepancy between words and figufres amount in words shall prevail,
unless the amount expressed in words is relata t@rithmetic error, in which case the
amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) gndabove.
