Lowest bidder (L-1) would be decided on the basis of total
offered rate (Excluding GST).

ii.  No condition shall be mentioned in the rate part otherwise the offer
will be rejected.

iii.  If there is any variation in the rate mentioned in figures & words then

the rate whichever is lower will be considered as the rate offered by
the party.
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
